6. Chairman’s Review of the Year.

Bob Tinley presented a pictorial slide show recollecting all of the tours in 2025. In
addition he described the changing make-up of CTC Coventry during his long tenure on
the committee, as DA Secretary, Section Secretary and Chairman. In the past numbers
were strong, with many couples but now more women involved. The biggest challenge
facing the survival of the club is encouraging members to lead rides.

On the Bike Group: Nigel reported that the group is addressing the difficulty filling
weekly slots for Short, Intermediate and Long rides with an initiative to encourage and
support new Ride Leaders. Womens’ and Intermediate rides are well supported. Currently,
of 32 leaders, 6 led more than 10 each. Another incentive to lead, would offer ride leaders
and Back markers a discount for 100k which is happening this year.

There were 6 tours planned for 2026. Nigel and Terry’s tour to Somerset has already taken
place. The Tri-Vets event was a great success, taking a beautiful route into the
Northamptonshire countryside.

The planning for this year’s 100k on Sept. 6th is well underway.

Off the Bike Group: Dave Hearn is co-ordinating the Annual Meriden Memorial
Service for the past 10 years. Next one is May 17th 2026 at 11.00 am.
Clubroom remains popular with a variety of interesting speakers and makes a small profit.
Numbers slightly down on last year but explained by last event being cancelled.
Christmas Dinner was held at Kings Hill nurseries and a curry night at the Lazy Monkey
was also enjoyed.

Publicity and Promotions: Vicky described that she has been low key. She
maintains a link with Kiddical Mass, the next event being held on May 9th. George is
managing the CTC Facebook page.

Tech Support Group: George, Alan, Sak and Bob continue to manage the various
strands, including maintenance of the website, preparing and sending the weekly Bulletin,
managing E mails and compiling statistics.

Advocacy: George keeps up to date on the latest developments. Cycling
infrastructure improving more in Coventry than the rest of Warwickshire.
